Host
families provide all meals - except those included as part
of the touring. Everyone speaks Spanish in the home.
Students normally share with one other group member
of the same general language ability.

Rancho de Espafiol serves as the meeting point and
social center for all activities. The park-like grounds
feature a swimming pool, volleyball, and soccer.
